F-1. New Furniture:  The first two shipments of furniture arrived, which included, chairs for the lobby, 

chairs and small tables for the light reading area by reference, stools and tables for the teen area, and 

chairs for the teen area, and two chairs for the media area.  As well as, new furniture for the café area, 

including three bar height tables with chairs, a bar table with power strip and chairs, and a large half-

circle high-back seating area, with a bar on the back.

The patrons seem to like the new furniture and it is frequently occupied by patrons.  We are still 

expecting one more shipment with the “Lake and Puddle” set for the entrance area.  These will make a 

nice pausing place for patrons. The CIP budget for the current fiscal year includes money for flooring 

and additional furniture.   

 

F-2. The boat in the Children’s Library has been transformed into a pirate ship.  The finishing touches 

of the canon and telescope should be completed soon, as well as the book bin being converted into a 

treasure chest. 

 

F-3.  The new fiscal year began October 1
st
.  There is CIP funding for new flooring, new front doors 

and theater doors and additional furniture.  Staff is monitoring the use of the recently purchased 

furniture to determine what additional items are needed.    

 

F-4. The 40
th

 Anniversary Celebrations continue at the Library.  Thursday, the Friend’s of the Library 

celebrated their 40
th

 Anniversary with a luncheon.  It was very successful and was a sold out event, with 

Ron Hayden, Norma Gibbs, and Charlene Bauer speaking.

 Dion Neutra will be giving a lecture about the design and building of the 

library and will lead a tour in the afternoon. 

 

F-5.  There have been some recent incidents in the library which has caused staff to look at security 

procedures.  Graphics obscuring the view into a staff area have been installed, with the hope it will 

discourage people from wandering into the area.  A quote for adding key entry pads to the employee 

doors and cameras has been received.  This is a large project and will need to be completed in stages.  

Ms. Beverage is working with HBPD to have an officer speak with staff.
