DETAILS: 
On 5/28/09 at 0734 hours, Officers of the Huntington Beach Police Department responded to an injury traffic collision at the ‘Childtime Learning Center’ at 9861 Yorktown.

From the preliminary information, it appears the driver of a red 2007 BMW 335I (identified as Andrea Moyes of Huntington Beach) was in the parking lot of the business, preparing to drop her child at the daycare center.  
As she proceeded north bound into a parking stall the vehicle did not stop and collided with the south wall of a classroom on the east side of the child care center.  Fourteen children and one teacher were in the room at the time of the collision.  At least one child was partially pinned beneath the vehicle.  

The pinned child was freed by the first police officer to arrive, Huntington Beach Police Officer Richard Wright, and off-duty Huntington Beach Firefighter Tony Smith.  
Five children were treated by Fire Department personnel at the scene and transported to local hospitals as a result of the collision.

A 3 year-old female and a 4 year-old male sustained serious injuries and were taken to UCI Medical Center.  Both are listed in stable condition.  

A two year old female with visible injuries was taken to Western Medical Center in Santa Ana.  She is currently listed in stable condition.
A 4 year old female and a 5 year-old male sustained other visible injuries and were transported to Orange Coast Medical.  Both have been released from the hospital.
The driver of the red BMW was not cited at the scene and no charges have been filed.  The collision does not appear to be alcohol related.
