DETAILS: On  5-27-07 at 1344 hours, HBPD received a call from the Wetlands Wildlife Care 
Center located at 21900 PCH, Huntington Beach.  The staff reported a citizen arrived at the 
Care Center with an injured duck.  The duck had been located at Central Park with a knife in its 
back. Several people at the park reported seeing the duck with the knife in its back for several 
days, however the duck was not captured  until 5-27-07.  The duck was immediately treated by 
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the staff of the Care Center.  The duck is recovering from the stab wound and is expected to 
survive.  The duck will remain at the Care Center for several weeks while recovering from the 
stab wound. HBPD detectives conducted a follow-up investigation and have identified a 14 
year old male juvenile as a suspect in the case.  Because of his age the suspect's name is not 
being released.  No arrest has been made and the investigation is on going.
