“Hands Only” CPR

Over 100 people learned “Hands-Only” CPR on June 4" at Pier Plaza in Huntington Beach
from Fire Department and Community Emergency Response Team (CERT) members. The
“Sidewalk CPR Day” event was coordinated by the Orange County Emergency Medical
Services (EMS) and the American Heart Association (AHA).

This is a reminder that the Sidewalk CPR Program is designed to give people basic skills to
potentially save a life utilizing “Hands-Only” CPR (chest compressions, but no mouth-to-
mouth breathing). When someone goes into sudden cardiac arrest, every second is
precious to save that life.

FACTS

Sudden Cardiac Arrest

e |tis more common than most people realize with nearly 300,000 occurrences annually
in the United States.

e |tis not the same as a heart attack. A heart attack occurs when the blood supply to
part of the heart muscle is blocked. This typically causes chest arm or back pain.

e Itis an electrical disorder of the heart which causes it to stop beating. Without blood
flow, the brain stops working and the victim collapses and is unconscious.

e It can strike anyone anywhere at any time

¢ Many victims appear healthy with no known heart disease

e Less than 10% of the people who suffer a sudden cardiac arrest outside the hospital
survive
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e Approximately 80% of cardiac arrests happen at home. Survival depends greatly on
immediately getting CPR, but less than 1/3 of the people who experience a cardiac
arrest at home, work, or in a public location, gets that type of help.

Cardiopulmonary Resuscitation (CPR)
e CPRis a temporary measure that may help keep these organs alive until EMS arrives
and uses a defibrillator or other advanced treatments to restart the heart.
e The earlier CPR is started the better.
o For every minute without bystander CPR, survival from cardiac arrest
decreases by 7-10%.
o The interval between the 9-1-1 telephone call and the arrival of EMS personnel
can take longer than five minutes, so;
= A cardiac arrest victim’s survival is likely to depend on a public trained in
CPR.
e Effective bystander CPR provided immediately after sudden cardiac arrest can up to
triple a victim’s chance of survival.

Anyone can learn CPR — and everyone should! If you see an unresponsive adult who is not
breathing or not breathing normally, call 9-1-1 and push hard and fast on the center of the
chest until EMS arrives.

Fireworks Safety

Fireworks during the Fourth of July are as American as apple-pie, but more than twice the
number of fires are reported on that day than any other day of the year in the United States.
Two out of five of these fires are caused by fireworks. The good news is you can enjoy your
holiday and the fireworks, with just a few simple safety tips:

Proceed with Caution!

e Leave fireworks to the professionals.

e The safest way to enjoy fireworks is to attend a public display conducted by trained
professionals.

e After the fireworks display, children should never pick up fireworks that may be left
over, they may still be active.

NOTE: There will be a 30 minute Commercial Fireworks display at the Pier beginning at
9:00 p.m. on July 4™, For more information, please contact Community Services at

Even Consumer Fireworks (also known as Safe and Sane) can be hazardous.

FACTS

e Each July 4™ thousands of people, most often children and teens, are injured while
using consumer fireworks.
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e The risk of fireworks injury is highest for children ages 5-14.
e More than 80% of emergency room fireworks injuries involve fireworks consumers are
permitted to use.

PUBLIC WORKS

Sunset Beach Water Main Replacement Project

The Sunset Beach Water Main Project is now complete. The purpose of this project was to
improve water quality and fire protection in the area. The project consisted of replacing aging
and undersized 3” water mains with new 6” and 12" water mains along with the installation of
six new fire hydrants. At the conclusion of the pipe installation, all of the affected alleys, 8
total, were reconstructed with new pavement and concrete flow gutters.

The City’s contractor, Kana Pipeline from Placentia, and the City’s project team completed
the work 3 months ahead of schedule and under budget. The Sunset Beach residents
appeared to be appreciative of the City’s efforts to make improvements in the area.

This was the first of three phases for water and street improvements for Sunset Beach.

2013 City Drinking Water Quality Report Now Available

Have you ever wondered what is in your glass of water or where it comes from? Well that
information and more is included in the 2013 City of Huntington Beach Drinking Water Quality
Report which is now available. As in previous years, the City water system continually meets
or exceeds all State and Federal standards on drinking water. Regulations require water
agencies to prepare an annual water quality report, sometimes called a Consumer
Confidence Report, and distribute by July 1.

The City has completed the 2013 Report and is currently mailing it to all residential and
commercial water users throughout City of Huntington Beach and Sunset Beach. Hardcopies
are also available at the public counters at City Hall, City Libraries, and the Rogers Senior
Center.
