Towards the Unusual ~ Happy Halloween

The Sleepy Hollow Fire Department (SHFD) is the
municipal fire department for the Village of Sleepy
Hollow in the County of Westchester, State of New
York. The Village has a total area of 5.1 square
miles, of which, 2.3 square miles is land and

2.8 square miles is the waters of the Hudson River.
Sleepy Hollow's fire patrol and emergency rescue
squad was organized on May 26, 1876. The Sleepy
Hollow Fire Department consists of five fire compa-
nies, each operating an individual piece of fire appa-
ratus, a marine unit, and a junior corps program.
The fleet consists of three engines, one tower lad-
der, one rescue, two boats, and three Chief vehicles.

The Department provides the following services: fire suppression, vehicle extrication, surface water rescue,
ice rescue, rapid intervention team, and any emergency where its response is deemed appropriate.
